The Medical Assistant Program is accredited by the Commission on Accreditation of Allied Health Educational Programs
upon the recommendation of the Medical Assisting Education Review Board. This accreditor requires the calculation of
employment placement rates. The rate is calculated as the percentage of graduates from the year ending 12/31/09 who
were employed in a related field, continuing education, or serving in the military as of November 24th in the year
following their graduation. The established placement threshold for this accreditor is 70%.

Kaplan University calculates internal employment placement rates to ensure that its students are succeeding beyond
graduation. Those rates are calculated as the number of students who graduated between 7/1/09 and 6/30/10 and were
placed by 12/31/10 divided by the total number of students who graduated between 7/1/09 and 6/30/10 and were
available for placement. Graduates available for placement are those graduates who do not have a placement waiver or
are not otherwise unavailable for placement for reasons including health related issues, pregnancy, continuing education
and military service.

The Health Information Technology Program is accredited by the Commission on Accreditation for Health Informatics and
Health Information Management Education, which requires the calculation of employment placement rates. The rates are
calculated as the percentage of students who graduated between 8/1/07 and 7/31/10 and were placed in employment or
are continuing their education as of June 1 of the following year. The established placement threshold for this accreditor

is 80%.

The State of Nebraska requires Kaplan University to calculate job placement rates for its degree programs. Those rates are
calculated as the number of degree-program graduates from between 4/1/08 and 3/31/09 who were placed by 5/31/09
divided by the number of students who graduated from degree programs during the reporting period of 4/1/08 - 3/31/09
who were available for placement. Graduates are unavailable for placement if they are continuing their education or
serving in the military.
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
